All performers will be directed onto the field by D-backs representatives. If you are not in your designated area at this time, you will be unable to participate.
 
Approx. 4:15PM:  Performers will move on to the field (after batting practice ends) for the performance. The performance will be on the outfield warning track (dirt area). Performers will face home plate and will be shown on the Chase Field scoreboard, dbTV.
